   Ramona Smith 
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Severe Macaws are the largest of the mini macaws. This 
species ranges in size from about 18" to 22" tall, of 
which half is tail length. The Severe is mostly bright 
green with red and blue patches under his wings and 
tail feathers. Also known as a Chestnut Fronted Macaw, 
this species has chestnut colored feathers found across 
the top of his forehead. The Severe is the only mini ma-
caw that has feathers on his facial patch, a characteris-
tic similar to the larger macaws.  

This species is very playful and thrives off of social inter-
action. It's often said that the Severe Macaw has the per-
sonality and character of a larger macaw and is more eas-
ily trained. This species is very intelligent and is an excel-
lent talker. The Severe tends to form a very strong bond 
with his caretaker, so it is important to expose him to 
many different people when he is young. Like all macaws, 
the Severe explores his world by chewing on it, so it's im-
portant that you teach him what are appropriate chew 
things when he is young as well.  

The Severe Macaw's diet should consist of commercial 
pellets  supplemented with a variety of fresh vegetables. 
Severe Macaws enjoy pasta, beans, seeds, fruit, and nuts 
as an occasional treat. Be aware of the portions you offer 
in order to prevent obesity, and always offer fresh water . 

Family: Psittacidae           Genus: Ara             Size: 18" to 22" tall  

Behavior: Severe Macaws are extremely social, playful, outgoing, 
sweet-tempered, and intelligent. They are also very good at learn-
ing tricks and how to talk/mimic speech. 

Owner Challenges: Although they are "mini" macaws, Severe Ma-
caws still need a very large cage that provides them with plenty of 
room to move around. Severe Macaws have a tendency to form a 
single-person bond , so it is important to socialize them as early as 
possible and around a variety of people, especially family mem-
bers. Otherwise, they may not interact well with other people. Se-
vere Macaws are big chewers, so it's essential to have a variety of 
acceptable things to chew on, such as thick, long-lasting chew toys. 
They can also be quite noisy.  

Life Span: 40 year average. 

Severe Macaw  
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Bird Talk’s Peanut Butter  Flutters  
 

Ingredients:  
     1/4 cup  of  organic, salt -free peanut butter  
     1 TBSP. of dried cranberries (or other dried fruit)  
     1 TBSP. of seed mix (substitute sesame seed if you    
wish to share with your bird)  
Directions:  
 
     1.  Add a few bits of dried cranberries to a dollop of 
peanut butter and work into a quarter -size ball.  
     2.  Sprinkle on seed mix.  
     3.  Place on wax paper and place in  freezer; this will 
help solidify the peanut butter and make the Peanut  
 Butter Flutter easier to handle.  
     4.  Serve cold to your bird.  
Store the Peanut Butter Flutters in a covered container 
in the freezer; discard after 4 to 5 days.

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             Thoughts of Spring        By Madeleine Franco  

 Though a mild spring had almost led me to believe that summer 
might forget us this year, it’s clear that hot weather is coming. 
Summer means that we must take special precautions with our 
birds, particularly those that spend time outdoors, so here are 
some reminder do’s  and don’ts.  

Do trim your bird’s wings if you plan to take him outdoors for a 
hike or walk, or take other precautions to be sure that he won’t fly 
away if startled or frightened. 

 Do travel with an adequate supply of food and water, even if 
you’re just going to the vet’s office. If you car breaks down in the 
heat, you’ll be glad you did. 

 Do make sure that your bird gets plenty of fresh air in his living 
space. Though it’s hot during mid-day, mornings and evenings are 
ideal times to open the windows and air things out. 

 Do ensure that your bird gets adequate humidity. Daily baths and 
showers are a fun and easy way to increase humidity and keep his 
feathers in prime condition. Even a container of clean water in 
your bird’s room will help add humidity to the air. When your bird is 
outdoors, you can use one of those inexpensive misters that at-
taches to the end of a hose, available from most garden centers. 

 If traveling by car, do travel with your bird in a travel cage at all 
times. If you decide to run an errand, you’ll be prepared. 

 Don’t  leave your bird in the car in the heat, even for a min-
ute.  Though you don’t think you’ll be gone from your car long, 
what’s a short time to you, could be a too-long and fatal time for 
your bird. 

 Don’t  leave your bird outdoors uncaged and unsupervised. In 
addition to neighborhood dogs and cats, many a flighted predator 
still roams the Las Vegas Valley. Exotic birds left unattended make 
colorful, easy targets. And, remember that pools and spas are also 
a hazard. 

 Don’t leave your bird in an area exposed to full sun. Make sure 
he has shade and shelter from the heat of the day. On extremely 
hot days, consider leaving your bird indoors altogether.

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Interestingly, although the species has always been associated with the 
Wax Palm, this new colony lives in a much less lofty, medium-height 
palm, the Andean Royal Palm (Dictyocaryum lamarckianum), which 
grows below 2,000m above sea level, within a forest of Cubarral – a mu-
nicipality in Meta – and the second wettest place in Colombia. In their 
studies, the researchers have been supported by the Corporation for the 
Sustainable Development of the Special Management Area of La Maca-
rena. 

Evaluating the situation, the ProAves field team have suggested that 
these birds form a relict Eastern Cordillera population that has managed 
to survive by adapting. Because there are so few Wax Palms surviving in 
the highlands, the Yellow-eared Parrots are coming down to relatively 
low elevations (1200-1500m) to nest in the Andean Royal Palms on the 
edge of the Llanos.  The zone is very steep and relatively heavily for-
ested, although it is gradually being cleared and is therefore at moderate 
risk. The parrots fly each day to higher elevations that are, however, less 
accessible. 

ProAves has a good relationship with the landowners in this region, and 
with the support of Loro Parque Fundación, will continue to monitor the 
population, and plan other conservation actions at the site. 

“We are now confident that future generations will know and cherish this 
dream and this species,” says Paul Salaman. “ProAves owes its birth and 
growth to the Yellow-eared Parrot and the support of Fundación Loro 
Parque. 

“The Ognorhynchus Project is a conservation model that has also been 
replicated to other endangered species, and to the establishment of pro-
tected areas throughout Colombia.  Thanks to the support of Fundación 
Loro Parque, we can continue these activities and be one of the principal 
organizations working towards environmental conservation in the re-
gion.”

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New Yellow -eared Parrot Population  

 

One of South America’s most endangered parrot species is the beautiful 
Yellow-eared Parrot (Ognorhynchus icterotis).  As its name suggests, 
this colourful parrot has large yellow ear-patches, contrasting dramati-
cally with the rest of its primarily green plumage. 

The Yellow-eared Parrot used to occur throughout the Andean mountains 
of Ecuador and Colombia – in the case of Colombia, in all three moun-
tain chains. It was found in the wet montane forests of the upper sub-
tropical and lower temperate zones, at altitudes ranging from 1,200 to 
3,400 m above sea level. Once abundant in these regions, it is now classi-
fied by the World Conservation Union (IUCN)/BirdLife International as 
‘Critically Endangered’. 

The exact whereabouts of the species is unknown for much of the year, 
making protective measures difficult. Unlike other large Neotropical psit-
tacid species, there are no known individuals presently in captivity, so a 
captive breeding or reintroduction programme is not an option. 

Travelling in flocks, the species depends heavily on Colombia’s national 
tree, the Wax Palm (Ceroxylon quindiuense), for its food and for nesting, 
and undertakes nomadic flights in search of fruit.  Colombian Christians 
have, however, traditionally used the fronds of the palm for Palm Sunday 
processions, resulting in extensive felling of the these trees. 
 
Natural replacement has been affected by livestock grazing on young 
seedlings, and the extensive clearance of this habitat – together with 
hunting and trapping of the parrot – has resulted in the serious decline in 
the numbers of Yellow-eared Parrots. 

In 1998, Fundación ProAves, with the support of the Fundación Loro 
Parque, initiated the Ognorhynchus Project, its main objective being to 
ensure the survival of the Yellow-eared Parrot and to protect its habitat in 
the Colombian Andes.  Danish ornithologist, Dr Neils Krabbe, undertook 
a research and conservation project for the last known flock in Ecuador, 
which had been discovered by Paul Salaman in the mid-1990s.  Despite 
his best efforts, however, they had disappeared – probably, it is thought, 
due to a combination of post-breeding dispersal and the scarcity of fruit-
ing wax palms. The following year, however, researchers in Colombia re-
discovered the species, finding a population of 81 birds in the Central 
Andes. Page 9

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Angela Iannelli came home from work to find her home pad-
locked and her 11-year-old Blue Macaw, Luke, missing. 
Bank of America had erroneously told a contractor to enter 
the house and change the locks. 
PITTSBURGH—Bank of America Corp. apologized after its 
local contractor entered the home of a mortgage borrower 
when she was away, cut off utilities, padlocked the door and 
confiscated her pet parrot, Luke. 
Angela Iannelli, 46 years old, alleged in a lawsuit Monday 
that the October incident—which separated her from her 11-
year-old parrot for more than a week—caused so much 
"emotional distress" that she needed a prescription medica-
tion for anxiety. 
A Bank of America spokesman said Wednesday a bank em-
ployee erroneously believed the house was vacant and sent 
the contractor there with instructions to install a new lock 
and otherwise "secure" the property. The bank spokesman 
said those instructions were inappropriate because Ms. Ian-
nelli wasn't in default and the house wasn't vacant. 
Mortgage lenders have struggled in the past three years to 
hire and train enough people to deal with the biggest wave of 
foreclosures since the 1930s. Nearly eight million house-
holds, or 15% of those with mortgages, are behind on their 
payments or in the foreclosure process. 
Many borrowers complain they get the runaround when they 
call their lenders for help, receive contradictory information 
from different employees and are required to repeatedly fax 
the same documents. 
At the same time, suicide threats from distressed borrowers 
are so common that one lender, One West Bank Group in 
Pasadena, Calif., had to establish procedures for alerting the 
police. Lenders' call-center employees are under heavy pres-
sure. "These people make $14 or $15 an hour, and we ask 
them to move mountains," said a OneWest executive at an 
industry conference last month.

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In her civil suit filed in the Allegheny County Court of Com-
mon Pleas, Ms. Iannelli said a contractor hired by Bank of 
America entered her house about 15 miles north of Pitts-
burgh in mid-October when she was away. According to the 
suit, in an "invasion" of the home, the contractor stopped 
utility services, cut water lines and electrical wiring, dam-
aged flooring and finishings, poured antifreeze into sinks and 
toilets, and "stole" the parrot. 
Ms. Iannelli, who owns a diner and works part-time as a bar-
tender, said Bank of America representatives weren't helpful 
when she called in to protest. They first denied knowing 
where the parrot was, and later told her she could go to the 
offices of the contractor, about 80 miles away, to retrieve the 
bird herself. Ms. Iannelli said bank representatives also told 
her they were "tired" of hearing from her, hung up on her 
and advised her to seek help from the police. 
Her lawyer, Michael Rosenzweig, a partner at Edgar Snyder 
& Associates in Pittsburgh, said Ms. Iannelli was seeking 
damages of more than $50,000. The amount of any damages 
would be decided by a jury if the case goes to trial. 
A Bank of America spokesman said the bank would "quickly 
review the allegations in the lawsuit, the actual events that 
led to them and the causes of those events, and consider any 
hardship that resulted."  
Mr. Rosenzweig said Ms. Iannelli had missed one payment 
around the time of the incident but quickly caught up and 
was now current on her loan.  
After she drove two hours to reclaim her parrot in October, 
the bird initially seemed nervous, Ms. Iannelli said in an in-
terview Wednesday. "He's doing very well now," she said.
