Blue Crowned Conure (Parakeet)

The Blue-crowned Parakeetis one of the larger birds in the genus
Aratinga measuring approximately 37 cm (14.5 inches) in length
and weighing between 140 and 190 grams (4.9 - 6.7 ounces). Blue-
crowns have many features common to the Aratinga’ s, including
green plumage, long, tapered tails, horn and black-colored beaks,
and featherless eye (periophthalmic) rings.

Blue-crowns are predominantly green, with dull blue coloring on
the forehead, crown, cheeks, and ears in the nominate, but less
blue in other subspecies It has a ring of white featherless skin
around eacheye. The breast feathers may also be tinged with blue,
though they are more commonly green to yellow-green. Closed
wing coloring matchesthat of the body while extended wings show
blue-brown, becoming chestnut on the outer flight feathers. The
tail feathers are green on top, maroon to red-brown on the under-
side, iridescing to bright orange and scarlet under full -spectrum
light. Legsare pink-brown with grey-brown claws. The upper man-
dible is horn-colored, tapering to a needle-sharp, grey-black tip. In
the southern and western nominate and subspeciesneumanni, the
lower mandible is horn-colored in juveniles, fading to grey-black
by the bird's second year. The remaining eastern, central and
northern subspecies retain the horn-colored lower mandible
throughout adulthood.

Breeding
The Blue-crowned Parakeet'snest is a hole in atree. The eggsare
white and there are usually three to four in a clutch. The female
incubates the eggsfor 26 days, and the chicks fledge from the nest
about 52 days after hatching.

Aviculture

Blue-crowned Parakeets are generally called Blue-crowned Con-
ures in aviculture. They are social birds and are relatively poor
talkers,ll although better than most Aratinga' s. They have become
quite popular as pets, with a reputation asone of the "easier" par-
rots to care for. However, they are also intelligent, high-energy
birds that require a lot of attention and a cage with ample room
and toys. They can also be quite loud at times. Consequently, they
are more appropriate companions for serious bird enthusiasts
rather than the casualbirdkeeper.

Brittany Spears Buys Not One, But Two

When you're Brithey Spears,eventhe mundane act of buying a
pair of pet birds is enough to whip the paparazziinto afrenzy.
Only Paw Nation hasall the details on the parakeet purchase, in-
cluding the newsthat it was not just one parakeet that Spears
bought, but two!

It wasjust another day at work for Brieanne Kirby, manager of
the California Pet Centerin Woodland Hills, California, when
Spearswalked into the store last week and things took a surreal
turn. "l didn't evennotice her at first," Kirby tells Paw Nation.
"She was wearing sunglassesand had her hair in abun." But amob
of paparazzi soon surrounded the pet shop, prompting Spears'se-
curity guard to ask Kirby to lock the doors. "l have never seenso
many paparazziin my life," saysKirby, sayingthat the police
showed up to control the crowd.

"She'sanice, sweetlady," Kirby, 22, saysof the famous singer.
"She asked me which type of bird would be best for afamily with
kids." Kirby walked with Spearsaround the store, pointing out dif-
ferent birds, from African Grey Parrots to Cockatoos."She asked
me lots of questions about how to care for the birds, which | was
happy about," saysKirby.

As paparazziclamored for photographs through the store's glass
front, Spearspicked out two parakeetsthat she "fell in love with" --
ayellow and blue parakeet, and a secondwith pretty feathersin a
shade of sky blue turquoise.

"Parakeetsare ideal for new bird owners and families with chil-
dren becausethey're easyto care for and their beaksare much
smaller compared to other birds," saysKirby, adding that para-
keetsdo better when they have afellow parakeetto hang out with.
"They havetheir own little chirps," Kirby says.

Spearsbought the parakeetsfor $19.99 each,aswell asalarge,
roomy cage,toys and food. "We recommend parakeets stay on a
pellet diet and avoid seeds,"saysKirby, explaining that seedsare
fattening. "Every couple of days, you cantreat your parakeet to bits
of vegetables,boiled pastaor fresh fruits -- anything but citrus,"
she says."Their cagesshould be cleanedout once aweek."page 23

Is It a Cinnamon or a“Pineapple” ?

Marcy Covault -2005

A cinnamon -yellowsided, or “pineapple,” is a visual
color manifestation resulting from a combination of
color genes which then exhibits characteristic  colors of
both cinnamon and yellowsided. When compared to a
cinnamon, a pineapple should have extra red and yellow
(particularly notable under the wings), and sometimes
there will be “epaulets” of red and yellow on the upper
bend of the wing. In a cinnamon. The yellow will have a
lime green cast to it (check under full spectrum light),
whereas the pineapple’s vyellow will be bright with no
lime green cast. The cinnamon will not have reddish or-
ange around the lower mandible feathers, but the pine-
apple usually will, and in addition, will have some red
above the cere. The pineapple’'s tail will also be teletale
of the yellow -sided influence, so that if you look at the tail
feathers from above, you will see aslight “halo” of lighter
color around the tips of the feathers (particularly  notice-
able in young birds). This also gives the tail an almost
translucent red tinge. The cinnamon color will be more
muted and will not have that “halo”

DONATION NOMINEES
AMERICAN FEDERATION OF AVICULTURE (AFA)

The American Federation of Aviculture (AFA) is a
nonprofit  national organization established in 1974,
whose purpose is to represent all aspects of avicul-
ture and to educate the public about keeping and
breeding birds in captivity.

The organization monitors
proposed laws and regulations at the local, state, fed-
eral and international level that affect your future as
an aviculturist and the well being of birds. The AFA
believes that aviculture is a valuable conservation
tool and that the caring for and breeding of birds in
captivity is an exciting and fulfilling human endeavor.
How is this accomplished? The AFA is primarily a
volunteer organization. Efforts to ensure the future
growth & development of aviculture are totally de-
pendent upon people like YOU joining and support-
ing AFA.

AVIAN BOITECH

Avian Biotech an organization developed in 1992 be-
gan work on a vaccine for PsCv, the virus that causes
PBFD in 2004. Several options were looked at including
subunit recombinant protein vaccines, subunit DNA vac-
cines and oligo vaccines. Developments led to a subunit
recombinant protein that is currently being evaluated to
determine it's effectiveness at preventing an infection as
well as possibly treating infected birds. This model ap-
proach will also be looked at for development of addi-
tional vaccines for other disease causing organisms.

Texas A & M is developing a new diagnostic test for
Proventricular Dilatation  Disease (PDD), a wasting -
type disease that affects many parrot species. The
blood tests aims for a better diagnosis. PDD is cur-
rently diagnosed clinically or by a crop biopsy. PDD
is an important disease to diagnose and control be-
cause it is the most significant killer of large parrots
in captivity. It needs to test on alot more samples be-
fore it can be offered.

CAPE PARROT PROJECT

Unrestricted  funding coming in regularly from charita-
ble donations are fundamental to proactive conservation
projects. For instance, right now | am trying to ensure
the future of and maintain and experimental pecan nut
orchard in my study area. Wild Cape Parrots flying down
the largest river coming out of the mountains for naviga-
tion discovered this orchard in the early 1980s, thus dis-
covering a new favorite, the pecan nut. For over 25 years,
up to 25% of the global population has been visiting this
orchard for two months each year to feed on the nuts.
The university wanted to tear the trees down, as the par-
rots were destroying the crop before they could harvest.
We have negotiated that the orchard remains, but now
need funding for a fence and landmower to tend the or-
chard and lay claim to it. Due to the intention behind
them or fate and timing charitable donations, no matter
what the size, tend to make a huge impact. In my Meyer's
Parrot Project, charitable donations floated my research
camp when we had costly vehicle problems and lots of
bush flights. How can | help you with fundraising? You
could give potential donors my contact details and |
could correspond with them and provide info? Next year,
I will be visiting the US for many overdue reasons and
would love to set up a lecture/talk  series on African par-
rots with you. Raise some serious cash for African parrot
conservation?

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Pigeon Transfers Data Faster Than

South Africa’s Telkom

JOHANNESBURG (Reuters) - A South African informa-
tion technology company on Wednesday proved it was
faster for them to transmit data with a carrier pigeon
than to send it using Telkom , the country's leading inter-
net service provider.

Internet  speed and connectivity in Africa's largest
economy are poor because of a bandwidth shortage. It is
also expensive.

Local news agency SAPA reported the 1l-month -old pi-
geon, Winston, took one hour and eight minutes to fly the
80 km (50 miles) from Unlimited IT's offices near Pieter-
maritzburg to the coastal city of Durban with a data card
was strapped to his leg.

Including downloading, the transfer took two hours, six
minutes and 57 seconds -- the time it took for only four
percent of the data to be transferred using a Telkom line.

SAPA said Unlimited IT performed the stunt after be-
coming frustrated with slow internet transmission times.

The company has 11 call -centers around the country
and regularly sends data to its other branches.

Telkom could not immediately be reached for com-
ment.

Internet  speed is expected to improve once a new
17,000 km underwater fiber optic cable linking southern
and East Africa to other networks becomes operational
before South Africa hosts the soccer World Cup next
year.

Local service providers are currently negotiating deals
for more bandwidth.
