daily care.Unfortunately,a disasterfrom a companionpar-
rot’s perspectivas a disasterindeed...itsthe interruption
of life from that bird’snormalcare.

We at HARbften hearabouta pet bird or perhapsa collec-
tion of parrots,beit abreeder,a pet store,andevensome
parrot re-homingfacilitiesin needof assistancelueto hu-
manrelatedemergenciesWith that beingsaid,we’d like to
makea few suggestionandremindersfor all of the avian
communityto take chargeof their featheredcompanions
beforea“storm” actuallystrikes.

What canyou do?
TakeCharge!

Firstandforemost,aviancaretakersneedto take chargeof
their own flock. TheHARLkeam encourageget ownersand
largeflock caretakersaliketo keeprecordsand preparefor
emergenciesWhile someemergenciesre incrediblyunex-
pected,othersare muchlike the stormin the not sofar dis-
tance.Lifehasits challengedor all andif youfeel asif the
careof one bird or severalis gettingtoo difficult, askfor
help. Youknowyour bird or birds,andyou knowwho you
cancounton. Takedecisivestepsin this matter to avoid
someoneelsemakingdecisiondor you g your petsor
flock.  (contonPages)

Thesetypesarerecordsystemsare often on computers;
therefore, it's suggestedo havea hard copyof somekind
that includesa map of facility with the location& identifica-
tion of eachbird, flight, cageaswell aslocationof food, and
extrasupplies Contactinformationfor food suppliershould
beincludedaswell to avoidinterruption of the flock’snor-
mal diet.

Asaviancaretakerswe’re veryconcernedwith the quality
of careof all parrot speciedn the aviancommunity.Bythis
