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Safe Plants for Around Birds

1. Dwarf Umbrella Plant -This common house-
plant is tolerant of a wide variety of house

conditions including owner neglect. Smaller
socialized birds love exploring this plant.

2. Weeping Fig-This is also an easy plant toler-
ant of conditions in the home. It has aten-
dency to drop leaves in the winter so be sure
to keep them cleaned up around vyour bird
cage area. Pruning keeps this plant manage-
able. Remove plant to another room to do
the pruning and leave set until the sap stops

flowing.

3. Moth Orchid — This orchid requires lower
light conditions found in east or west facing

windows. A temperature of 55 degrees at
night over atwo week period or more in the
autumn will help initiate flower spikes. You

and your bird will really enjoy the show.

4. Jade Plant — This plant needs more light than
others mentioned. It requires very little wa-
tering. The branches and leaves may not tol-

erate the weight of a bigger bird however.

5. Air Plants or Bromeliads -There are many
types of bromeliads. The easiest are Tilland-
sias. These plants do not need a pot or soil .
They can be mounted on dried grapevine, other
types of wood or just hung freely. Hang them a
reasonable distance from your bird cages and
near alight source. Bring them to the sink for
a good soaking when they require watering.

JUICE vs. WATER

Whenever possible, fruit juice (apple juice is a good
starter) should be substituted for the drinking water. As
an alternative, Tang (or its equivalent) can be added to
the drinking water. This may not be a practical sugges-
tion for birds that habitually bathe in their drinking wa-
ter. These additives or fruit juices provide more nutri-
ents (vitamins, minerals, etc) than water alone and they
help to mask the taste of other items (vitamins, antibiot-
ics if necessary,etc) that may be added to the drinking
water. Fruit juices that produce stains (for example,
grape juice) should not be used. Water to which perish-
able items have been added or fruit juices must be
changed every 12-24 hours and perhaps even more often
on especially warm days, to prevent spoilage. Actually,
even plain water should be changed with the same fre-
guency for the same reasons.

Some of this can be mixed in your birds favorite
“Biagdy 10Bread” to insure consumption.

10. To treat skin fungi, parasites, or bacterial diseases
of the skin of birds and other pets, mix 30 to 50
drops of GSE per quart of water and spray on the
infected area.

11. To prevent the growth of pathogens and to kill ex-
isting parasites, ( such as giardia in well water) use
ldrop of GSE in an 8oz water cup. Daily use is safe
and a probiotic can be used if you are concerned
about maintaining healthy intestinal flora.

12. To boost the cleaning power of dishwasher deter-
gent for bird dishes, add 15to 30 drops of GSE to
the dishwasher along with detergent.

13. To disinfect towels and cloths used for baby par-
rots, add 30 to 50 drops of GSE to the wash cycle,
or 10 to 15drops of GSE to the final rinse to ensure
that the laundry is free of fungi and bacteria.

14. To disinfect carpet in bird rooms, add 10 to 15
drops of GSE per gallon of water to the reservoir of
the carpet -cleaning machine.

GRAPEFRUIT SEED EXTRACT (GSE) FOR BIRDS

Grapefruit Seed Extracts is used by a growing number
of aviculturists, pet bird owners, and veterinarians. It is
a natural, safe and non -toxic disinfectant and cleaner as
well as a preventive against disease -causing pathogens.
Grapefruit seed extract is effective at combating hun-
dreds of pathogens that adversely affect birds, including
parasites, bacteria, virus and various fungi. GSE is used
to disinfect food and water, to prevent mold growth on
home -grown sprouts, to clean cages, aviaries and homes -
all without harming the birds or the environment.

Here are some uses of GSE for birdkeepers:

1. To disinfect surfaces and items in the aviary and
nursery such as brooders, incubators, cages, and car-
riers. Make an all purpose cleaner by adding 30 to 60
drops of GSE to a 32 ounce pump spray bottle filled
with water.

2. To disinfect wood surfaces like cutting boards and
perches, apply afew drops of GSE to the cleaned
wood while still wet. Let stand for half an hour be-
fore rinsing.

3. To clean formula from baby parrots’ faces and feath-
ers after syringe feedings add afew drops of GSE to a
bowl of warm water to wet the cleaning cloth. It kills
bacteria and gets the skin and feathers squeaky clean.

4. To sterilize syringes, pipettes, spoons and other
handfeeding utensils, make a solution of 15to 30
drops of GSE per pint of water. Soak between feed-
ings.

5. To make your own antibacterial soap for the nursery
and kitchen, add 10 to 15drops of GSE to an 8 oz.
Pump dispenser of handsoap.

6. To make adisinfectant soak for produce, add 10to 15
drops of GSE per gallon of water and submerge the
fruits and vegetables for 15to 30 seconds.

7. To make adisinfectant spray for produce, add 20 or
more drops to aquart spray bottle and spray on fruits
and vegetables.

8. To prevent the growth of algae and mold in incuba-
tors and humidifiers, add 3 or 4 drops of GSE per gal-
lon to the water reservoir.

9. To purify water, add 10 drops of GSE per gallon of wa-
ter and stir vigorously. It is more effective that io-
dine.

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Acquaint Your Pet Bird With Pound Cake

It is wise to offer pound cake to caged birds of all sizes
and get them accustomed to eating it. Why you may ask?
Because once your bird begins to accept pound cake, cer-
tain liquid medications can be soaked into the cake if
necessary. This makes administration of medication
much easier in most cases. Also, it is much better way of
ascertaining how much medication your bird actually
ingested.

Medications in the water can be hard to determine if
and how much was taken. And forcing a bird a medicines
orally can be quite taxing and stressful for both the bird
and the owner.

This is not to say that you should make pound cake
available to your bird constantly. It should be regarded
as atreat and given only 2-3times aweek in small quan-
tities because of its high cholesterol content which if
regularly given can result in additional health concerns.

Also, as another precautionary measure, Vitamin A
must be readily available in the diet and consumed in
adequate quantities by caged birds to maintain healthy
eyes, skin, feathers, and linings of their gastrointestinal,
respiratory and reproductive tracts.

Amazon parrots seem to have the most trouble with
vitamin A deficiency. Foods rich in vitamin A include cod
liver oil, cooked liver, egg yolk, apricots, corn, carrots,
squash, sweet potatoes, broccoli, spinach and parsley.
Seeds are notoriously deficient in vitamin A and high in
fat. Remember, to avoid avocados which can pose severe
health problems to birds

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Zoo Animals Baffled By Solar Eclipse

HANGZHOU, July 22 (Xinhua) -- When thousands of

people thronged outdoors for the longest total solar

eclipse of the 21st century, animals at the zoo in east

China's Hangzhou City also reacted, quickly and con-
fusedly.

Two Indian elephants, each at five tonnes, seemed
to know nothing that solar eclipse occurs when the
moon comes between the earth and the sun blocking
the sun rays. When the sun became invisible at about
9:35 a.m., the elephants dropped the grass on their
trunks and returned to their dorms without hesita-
tion.

Three giraffe gathered at a corner when darkness
fell. They stood still and looked around. Two minutes
later, two giraffes returned to their homes while an-
other stayed outside, still wondering about the phe-
nomenon.

Monkeys became the noisiest group at the zoo. The
monkeys who usually frolic on mountain retreated to
their caves. Two lemurs could not stop crying in the
caves as they did at night.

The shadow of the moon disoriented birds whose
body clock and direction depend on the sun. Red -
crowned cranes and flamingoes that had been wander-
ing or drinking water suddenly fell asleep during the
brief blackout of eclipse. But when the sun rays came
out again several minutes later, the birds emerged
from their cages and started the life of another "day."

The solar eclipse was afirst for most of the animals
at the zoo. Birds and elephants are more sensitive to
sun rays and showed more of areaction than tigers,
lions, leopard and pandas, said Jiang Zhi, a zookeeper.

But as the eclipse did not last long, all the animals at
the zoo quickly resumed their normal lives, he said.
